1.Vinyl Post - Feed low voltage cable thru hollow top rail to hollow post as shown in
fig. (A). Use steel fish tape to easily feed cable. Leave minimum 6 inches of excess cable
above top of post to allow for light socket connection to cable & reconnecting light
socket to classy cap. (Fig. (A)

Wood Post - Hide cable along underside of top rail. (Heavy duty staples work well to
fasten cable). Drill holes vertically and horizontally thru post large enough to
accommodate cable as shown in fig. (B)

2. Remove low voltage light socket from classy cap turning clockwise and connect cable
to socket as shown in fig. (C) &(D) note: first fixture must be installed at least 10 feet
from transformer.

3. Insert 4 watt bulb provided. For brighter light do not exceed 7 watt bulb using 60 watt
transformer included with this kit. (Light fixture maximum - 11 watts)

4. Reconnect light socket to classy cap and place cap firmly onto post. Test light before
securing cap to post. If light does not work, adjust socket and cable connection,
see control unit installation instructions - trouble shooting.

5. Secure classy cap to post using two #4 stainless steel mounting screws provided
(pre-drill 5/64 pilot holes into post to easily fasten screws).

6. Repeat procedure at next post.

NOTE: Classy Caps feature a removable lid to easily replace bulb. Carefully pull up
from all 4 corners of lid, replace bulb and firmly snap lid back into place.
